(1) Echoing Green Offers Fellowships to Social Entrepreneurs

  Deadline: January 10, 2002 (Initial Applications)

Echoing Green, a nonprofit foundation that applies a venture capital approach to philanthropy by providing seed money and technical support to individuals creating innovative public service projects that seek to catalyze positive social change, is offer full-time fellowships to emerging social entrepreneurs.

The Initial Application for an Echoing Green Foundation Public Service Fellowship 2002 is now available online.  The fellowship includes a two-year $60,000 stipend, health-care benefits, online connectivity, and access to Echoing Green's network of social entrepreneurs, training, and technical assistance. The stipend serves as seed money to start a new public service organization or an independent project.

The proposed project can be domestic or international. The foundation supports projects in all public service areas including, but not limited to the environment, arts, education, health, youth service and development, civil and human rights, and community and economic development. Projects must be in a start-up phase and be the original idea of the applicant.

Applicants must be 18 years of age or older and must commit to lead their project for at least two years.  Partnerships (no more than two individuals) may apply.  International applicants must locate their project and its work outside the United States.

(2) Peter F. Drucker Award for Nonprofit Innovation Invites Applications

  Deadline: June 7, 2002

The Peter F. Drucker Foundation for Nonprofit Management (http://www.drucker.org/ ) is accepting applications for the 2002 Peter F. Drucker Award for Nonprofit Innovation.

The Drucker Award for Nonprofit Innovation is given each year to a nonprofit organization that has made a difference in the lives of the people it serves. A prize of $25,000 and a short video documentary of the winning project or program accompany the award.

To be considered for the award, programs must further the mission of the organization; have specific and measurable outcomes; exemplify innovation by demonstrating a "new dimension" of performance; have made a difference in the lives of the people they serve; and serve as a model that can be replicated or adapted by other organizations.

Applications must be submitted by the organization responsible for the program; third-party nominations will not be accepted. Eligible organizations must be registered 501(c)(3) nonprofit organizations. The nominated program must have been launched no earlier than January 1, 1998.
