    Under the FY 2002 appropriation, Congress appropriated $19 million 

for a Community Facilities grant program for rural communities with 

extreme unemployment and severe economic depression, hereafter referred to as the Economic Impact Initiative. These funds are in addition to the Community Facilities grant program's regular allocation of competitive grant funds. The Community Facilities grant program, authorized by Congress in 1996, is used in conjunction with the existing direct and guaranteed loan programs for the development of essential community facilities for public use in rural areas. Funding is intended to complement rather than compete with other credit sources. Grants are made available to public entities, such as 

municipalities, counties, and special-service districts, as well as to 

eligible nonprofit corporations and tribal governments. Grants are 

targeted to communities with the smallest populations and lowest 

incomes. Communities with lower population and income levels receive a 

greater percentage of the Federal contribution, between 15 to 75 

percent of the cost of developing the facility.
